Who is eligible for Pupil Premium Grant?
The disadvantaged children’s fund provides funding for children (£1320 per child):

· Who have been in receipt of free school meals (FSM) at any point in the past six years 
· Who have been continuously looked after for the past six months 
· Who are adopted

· Who are the children of Armed Service men and women

Schools are held accountable for the spending of these monies, performance tables capture the achievement of disadvantaged children covered by the funding. The strategy was reviewed by the finance committee of the governing board on 18.10.16. The next review will be in April 2017 by the Finance Committee and then by the Full Governing Board on 19.06.17.

	Measuring the impact of PPG spending

	The Ofsted Inspection Dashboard shows at a glance the progress of children using published data from the last three years. The latest dashboard highlights the following as strengths;

· Key Stage 2 value added in all subjects was broadly average or above for disadvantaged pupils and those who have special needs.

· Disadvantaged Key Stage 2 pupils had an average point score equal to or above the national score for other pupils in mathematics.

· The proportion of disadvantaged KS2 pupils that attained at least Level 4 was equal to or above the national figure for other pupils in writing and mathematics.

· The proportion of children that achieved a good level of development at the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage was above the national figure.

Pupil Premium Plus funding has been used well for children who are, or have been, Looked After by the Local Authority. School has been complimented by the Looked After Children’s service on the quality of our Personal Education Plans, which have the use of Pupil Premium plus clearly indicated on them. These indicate the personal and academic progress of each child.


ACADEMIC YEAR 2016/2017
This years’ allocation is £88,440, based on 67 children who have been in receipt of FSM, looked after by the Local Authority or who are adopted. This is 27% of the total population of the school. The main barriers to educational achievement in our school are;
· Attendance and punctuality
· Underdeveloped speech and language skills

· Children with Special Educational Needs and/or Disabilities

· Emotional and Behavioural Needs

· Low self esteem
