Our standard Pupil Admission Number is 30. This ensures that each age group has a maximum of 30 pupils.

The Admission Policy is determined by School Governors and the Local Authority.  The criteria are:

Length of time on waiting list is not seen as a relevant factor.

Prospective parents are welcome to visit the school by prior arrangement with the school office.

The admission criteria are stated above.  Should you fulfil the criteria and wish to apply for a place for your son/daughter; applications should be made online, forms are also available from the school office or Walkden Gateway, all application should be sent to Salford LA for consideration.  You will be notified as to the result of your application at the appropriate time.  Applications for Nursery and Reception classes for all Salford schools are dealt with simultaneously

AIMS

At St. Andrew’s we aim:

· To create a happy, relaxed and stimulating environment

· To create an atmosphere in which the child can progress satisfactorily

· To build up good sound relationships between ALL the people at school, which includes parents

· To enable our children develop to their fullest potential academically, physically, socially and spiritually

· To be caring individuals, towards one another, towards those in need (beyond the confines of school) and towards our physical environment

· To develop, through the core curricular areas of English, Mathematics, Science, Computing, the foundation subjects plus Religious Education.
We seek to achieve as many of the above aims as we can for each child.  Our goal is that, by the time they leave us to continue their learning journey, the majority of our pupils will be well on the way to becoming mature, sensible, caring adults with a keen sense of fun, vitality and enquiry.

PROVISION FOR CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS & EFFECTIVENESS OF THE SCHOOL’S SEND POLICY

Children who have special educational needs or disabilities are encouraged to grow and develop alongside their peer group, to promote an awareness of the worth of all children regardless of ability.  However, children who have a special need (physical, sensory, communication, educational or emotional) are identified as soon as possible so that we can make provision for them to receive support.  Pupil’s progress is reviewed each term by the Class Teacher, Support Staff and SENCO to assess the effectiveness of differentiation and to plan future action.

The school SEND Policy, SEND Information document and Local Offer are available on the school website. These provide information regarding the identification, assessment and provision for pupils with SEND. Funding is used proportionately for staffing and resources to ensure correct and appropriate provision including the use of IT.

The school has a designated Educational Psychologist and an Educational Welfare Officer who is concerned with children who have frequent or unexplained periods of absence.  The needs of particularly gifted and talented children are not overlooked; again, support may be needed from the SENCO (Mrs Harrild) or subject leaders. Mrs J Lloyd is currently the governors’ representative for Special Educational Needs.

ADMISSION OF DISABLED PUPILS

The design of the school at present is such that we are able to accommodate pupils with certain disabilities, should the need arise.   Further planning may be required to progressively improve the physical environment to enable us to increase inclusion of and access for disabled pupils.  All senior school staff have had training on SEN Disability and Discrimination Act, which includes the inclusion and support of disabled pupils.  This training has been cascaded to all other staff and is discussed at staff meetings on regular basis.

The ethos of the school is such that no child would be treated less favourably because of a disability.

THE CURRICULUM         

At St. Andrew’s we aim to deliver the National Curriculum in a broad and balanced way, which is enriched by a wide variety of experience. Curriculum documentation is available in school for parents to view and on the school website.
THE EARLY YEARS STAGE

The Nursery and Reception Classes in school make up the Early Years Stage. Children develop rapidly during these early years- physically, emotionally, intellectually and socially. The Early Years is about developing early communication, literacy and numeracy skills that will prepare young children for Key Stage 1 curriculum. The EYS curriculum will also focus on Creative Development, Physical Development, Knowledge and Understanding of the World and Personal Social and Emotional education. You will have the opportunity to discuss how your child is progressing through the EYS curriculum at parent/carer consultations.

In the Reception Class, structured play is enhanced by the introduction of more formal learning activities and children will bring home simple homework e.g.; Reading books. There are many ways in which you can support your child’s learning at home and you will be sent guidelines to help you to do this.

THE KEY STAGE 1 AND 2 CURRICULUM

The core subjects are English, Mathematics and Science; the foundation subjects are Science, History, Geography, Design Technology, Art, Physical Education, Music, Religious Education and Computing.  These are taught in line with the New National Curriculum introduced in September 2014. More details of the curriculum we offer can be found on the school website.
ENGLISH

The areas of English teaching are Reading, Writing, Spelling, Grammar and Punctuation, Speaking and Listening.  These form the basis of all subject areas and a high percentage of teaching and learning time is spent acquiring these skills.    The skills are taught during the literacy, lesson when activities such as guided reading and writing, spelling and grammar and independent reading and writing take place.    Phonics and spelling aretaught separately on a daily basis.
The provision of various interesting, stimulating materials and teacher interaction with the child promotes articulate speech and a love of books and reading.  The main reading scheme, currently Oxford Reading Tree, enables each child to progress at their own level. Books are taken home each night and we expect parents/carers to share the books with their child and listen to them read at home to enable steady progress through the scheme. Other literacy homework may be sent home.

We know that children learn at their own pace and are motivated differently.  There are those whose development is slower and these children may require extra support. Through the provision of a stimulating classroom environment, a variety of books, visits out of school, visitors to school and various writing stimuli the scene is set for the development and progression of language skills. By eleven we expect most children to be able readers, competent spellers, who can write with fluency and accuracy, and who have developing 

opinions, with the confidence to put across their own points of view.

MATHEMATICS

All classes from Y1 upwards have a structured daily mathematics lesson of 45 minutes to 1 hour. Oral and mental maths work feature strongly. Numeracy involves an understanding of the number system and the ability to solve number problems. Children gain a practical understanding of the ways in which information is gathered by counting and measuring, and how it is presented in graphs, diagrams, charts and tables. They also investigate the use of shape and space.

We aim to give our children as much UNDERSTANDING of the subject as is possible.  We give our children regular opportunities to practise and apply their skills to real life contexts. It is still vitally important that children know their tables and number bonds and you can help by reinforcing these at home as well as ensuring that any maths homework is completed.

Early Mathematical experiences will be of a practical nature with much handling, sorting and ordering of various materials. 

SCIENCE
The 2014 National Curriculum for Science aims to ensure that all pupils
· Develop scientific knowledge and conceptual understanding through the specific disciplines of biology, chemistry and physics.

· Develop understanding of the nature, processes and methods of science through different types of science enquiries that help them to answer scientific questions about the world around them,

· Are equipped with the scientific knowledge required to understanding the uses and implications of science today and for the future.

GEOGRAPHY

Geography should inspire in pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people that will remain with them for the rest of their lives. Our geography teaching aims to equip pupils with knowledge about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, together with a deep understanding of the Earth’s physical and human processes. Our geography curriculum is often enriched by educational visits.
HISTORY

History means the past, and the study of the past.  The past influences all aspects of our lives; it shapes the customs and beliefs of the communities to which we belong.

History helps pupils gain a coherent knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past and that of the wider world. We want to inspire pupils’ curiosity to know more about the past. History helps pupils to understand the complexity of people’s lives, the process of change, the diversity of societies and relationships between different groups, as well as their own identity and the challenges of their time.
DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY

Through this area, children use and gain lots of practical skills. They may be required to generate a design, usually something to do with their current topic or theme, and then they must make a decision about materials, gather their resources and begin their project.  Once they have begun lots of measuring, cutting, fixing and readjustment takes place.  Often measurement is involved, and scientific knowledge about the properties of various materials comes into play.  Even when projects are complete, the children are required to make a decision about the suitability and aesthetic appeal of their finished piece.

COMPUTING
Computing skills are not taught in isolation, but are an aid to be used to support the curriculum as a whole.  Out aims are to equip children to use information technology to create programs, systems and a range of content.  It ensures pupils can express themselves and develop ideas through the latest information and communication technology. 
This area of the curriculum is the one that sees the most rapid changes.  We endeavour to keep up with all the latest developments and invest large amounts of money in ICT resources e.g.; i pads, notebooks and digital cameras. SMART boards and interactive screens are used in each classroom.  Laptops and i pads are accessible to all children during the school day to support their learning.
MUSIC

We want to engage and inspire all our children to develop a love of music, and their own talents as musicians. Children are encouraged to use music to formulate, clarify and develop their own ideas and feelings.  In this way they develop their personal powers of creative thought and action, self-confidence and a sense of achievement. We endeavour to bring the children into the musician's fundamental activities of performing, composing and listening. 
Music always accompanies our assemblies and the composers associated with the chosen pieces are named.  During Key Stage 2, our aim is that every child has the chance to learn a musical instrument. Musical performances are given during the year and include instrumental concerts, presentations from a school choir and musical/drama productions.
ART

We provide activities that will equip pupils with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. They learn how art and design both reflect and shape our history and contribute to the culture, creativity and wealth of our nation. Children will have the opportunities to represent in visual form what they observe, remember and imagine.

Pupils will;

· Work practically and imaginatively with a variety of materials and methods
· Explore the elements of art

· Make changes in their work in the light of personal progress.

· Recognise different kinds of art

· Show understanding about how art has changed between work of the present and past 

· Begin making connections between their own work and that of the other artists             

· Identify different kinds of art and their purposes

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

A high quality PE curriculum inspires all pupils to succeed and excel in competitive sport and other physically demanding activities. We provide opportunities for pupils to become physically confident in a way which supports their health and fitness. By providing pupils with opportunities to compete in sport and other activities, we help to build character and embed values such as fairness and respect.

PE includes gymnastics, games, dance and swimming. The appropriate skills are introduced and developed over a period of time leading on to participation at competitive level both against themselves e.g. Amateur Athletic Awards,  Swimming Awards and against teams from other schools in Football, Netball, and Athletics.  For those who do not aspire to be great players, athletes or gymnasts there is the pleasure of achievement, partition and improvement of skills.

BRITISH VALUES
The DfE has reinforced the need “to create and enforce a clear and rigorous expectation on all schools to promote the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and

beliefs.”.
At St. Andrew`s Methodist Primary School we actively teach encourage and promote fundamental British values across many subjects. These underpin our wider curriculum. More details of specific examples can be found in our Promoting Fundamental British Values Policy on our website.
MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGES

All KS2 pupils are given the opportunity to begin to learn a modern foreign language. Currently, the language taught is French.

Learning a foreign language provides an opening to other cultures. It should foster curiosity and deepen our pupils understanding of the world. We want to enable our pupils to express their ideas and thoughts in another language and to understand and respond to its speakers both in speech and in writing. It also provides opportunities for pupils to communicate for practical purposes.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

Our R.E. teaching follows an agreed syllabus throughout the school and there is an act of worship every day.  Sometimes the worship sessions for KS1 and KS2 children are held separately.

Families are invited to join us for special assemblies, which take a variety of forms and may be taken by individual teachers, class groups or visitors.  We celebrate the main Christian festivals such as Harvest, Christmas and Easter and familiarise the children with Bible stories, teaching about the lives and examples of notable Christians. We also teach an awareness of other religions and their major festivals such as Divali, Chinese New Year and Eid.
We visit church at least once a term, and a member of Walkden Methodist Church leads worship once a week.  

CHILDREN WITHDRAWN FROM ASSEMBLIES OR RE LESSONS
In the event of a request for withdrawal of a child from assembly or RE lessons, appropriate discussions will be held with the parents/carers at the time, as to adequate and alternative provision; 

PHSE (Physical, Health and Social Education)

SEX AND RELATIONSHIPS EDUCATION

The education of children in sexual and relationship matters is primarily the right and duty of parents. The school does have a complimentary role to play.  If questions are asked in class they will be sensitively and appropriately dealt with at both stages, either with the individual, group or class, whichever the class teacher sees as appropriate.  In KS2 more formal sex and relationship education will take place dealing with bodily changes that occur during puberty, reproduction as it applies to humans and the implications of a new baby. The school nursing service will be involved in these lessons. The discussions which follow will give proper attention to moral consideration and the value of family life.

Parents, should they wish, are entitled to withdraw their children from all or part of the sex and relationship education programme.  Parents must take the necessary steps to inform the classteacher/headteacher of their wishes as their child/children enters KS2.

DRUGS AWARENESS & EDUCATION

Using DFE guidelines and recommendations aspects of Drug Education may be taught as part of the Personal, Social and Health Education Policy.
SCHOOL UNIFORM

We expect all our children to wear school uniform.

It consists of:

N.B. School is the only official supplier of sweatshirts with a school logo.

PE
Shorts, Tee Shirts (available from school) and black pumps are required for all children (except nursery) for INDOOR P.E.  These should be kept in school on the child’s peg in a drawstring PE bag. Navy jogging bottoms are also available for outdoor games.  Trainers are also allowed for OUTDOOR games.

*PLEASE CLEARLY MARK ALL ITEMS OF CLOTHING WITH YOUR CHILD'S NAME. IT IS IMPOSSIBLE TO TRACE LOST ITEMS THAT ARE NOT LABELLED.

JEWELLERY

Jewellery worn at school is a potential hazard; we request that NONE is worn by boys or girls.  Watches and stud earrings may be worn by children but MUST be removed during P.E. and swimming.

HAIR STYLES

Children with long hair to have it tied up neatly in a bobble. Long, flowing hair is not practical at school, as it gets in the way when children are working, falling into their eyes. It also makes it easier for any outbreaks of head lice to spread. Long hair that is neatly tied and clipped up looks much smarter and is much safer for P.E. Thank you for your co-operation with this.
NB: Extreme hairstyles, such as patterns shaved into the hair or Mohican type styles are not acceptable or permitted at St Andrew’s.
HEADLICE

Headlice are a recurring problem in schools, particularly amongst the younger children. We advise that you check your child’s hair on a regular basis for both lice and eggs and treat accordingly. There are many different lotions/shampoos and specialist combs which can be used to treat the lice and to minimise them spreading.  If you do find headlice, please treat your child and inform the teacher or school office.
SCHOOL MEALS

There is a choice between buying a school meal, bringing a packed lunch or going home for lunch.

All children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 are now entitled to a Universal Free School Meal.  But we still ask if you are in receipt of Income Support you still need to apply for Free School Meals, as this entitles you to free milk. If you need information regarding this, please ask at the School Office
Dinner money is collected each Monday morning. This, and any other money, should be sent to school in a sealed envelope displaying the child's name and year group. There is an option to pay for lunches monthly in advance.

St Andrew’s is a holder of the national Healthy School’s Award. All nursery and infant children are provided with a free piece of fruit each day as a mid-morning snack. KS2 children are allowed to bring fruit from home. Crisps, biscuits and chocolate bars are NOT allowed. In addition to this, children are able to buy a small carton of milk to drink at morning break, this is ordered and paid for on a termly basis. If your child is eligible for free school meals, they are also entitled to free milk each day.

SCHOOL HOURS AND HOLIDAYS 

Nursery: 9am start. 3.15pm Collection.

Infants: 8.55am ‑ 12 noon  and  1.20pm ‑ 3.20pm.
Key Stage 2: 8.55am ‑ 12 noon  and  1.00pm ‑ 3.20pm.

The bell rings at 8.55am. Each morning; the children line up at the appropriate place and walk into school in an orderly fashion.  Parents are requested to leave the playground when the bell rings and not enter the cloakrooms or block children’s entry and exit from school.

Holidays ‑ you will be provided with a list of school holidays at the beginning of the school year. 
Holidays in term time will not be authorised due to new government initiatives. If your child is taken out of school on an unauthorised holiday then the advice of the Education Welfare Service will be taken and may result in a fixed penalty fine, which is payable to Salford Local Authority. Exceptional circumstances will be considered.

ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY

We expect good attendance and punctuality. If your child is late they may have missed the first part of a lesson and will find it difficult to participate. We do realise that sometimes, children are unavoidably ill.  If this is the case, please telephone school to leave a message for the class teacher and send a note explaining the absence on the child’s return. Only under exceptional circumstances do we administer medicines at school. It is then necessary to complete appropriate forms with directions from your family doctor. These forms are available from the office to be returned to the school office. Routine medicines should be given at home. 

WHAT WILL HAPPEN IF MY CHILD IS TAKEN ILL AT SCHOOL?

Minor accidents and upsets can be dealt with at school, as members of staff are experienced in these matters.  However, if there should be a more serious accident or onset of illness we will contact you or a member of your family (agreed by you) immediately to call in school to 

take your child home.  If a hospital visit is necessary again home contact would be made in the first instance but on failing to make contact we would act on your behalf and ensure your child had immediate attention.

SAFEGUARDING

It is of paramount importance to us that our children feel safe and cared for in school, in order for effective learning to take place.  At St Andrew’s we discharge our statutory duties regarding safeguarding procedures with rigour.  School has several policies in place relating to the children’s safety.  These include:

· Safer Recruitment & Vetting

· Staff Code of Conduct

The designated teacher for Child Protection is Mrs A Barker, or in her absence, Mrs K Harrild.  As in all areas of school life, we aim to work closely with parents should any safeguarding issues arrive for the well being of the child.  The Safeguarding/Child Protection Policy is available in school for all parents/carer to view, and is on the school website.
PARENTAL LINKS

We believe liaison between home and school is essential.  Partnership pays dividends. We like families to be involved in all aspects of school life and the opportunities we provide enable parents to have a greater understanding of the purpose, methods and organisation of our school.

You will be invited to sign a Home School Agreement in the Autumn Term of each school year.  This is a DFE requirement.  
We employ a Family Support Worker, Grace Thomas, for four days per week. She can be contacted via the school office for any matters of concern regarding your child.

In the case of Nursery and Infant children there is regular contact between parents and teachers.  If another responsible adult brings your child to school, it is easy to arrange to see a member of staff by calling in or telephoning. There are two Parent/Pupil/Teacher Consultations a year, when you will be invited to come to School specifically to discuss your child's progress.  A comprehensive written report is issued for every child at the end of the school year.                 

GUIDELINES FOR SMOOTH RUNNING OF SCHOOL
ARRIVING BY CAR

Please keep in mind the following points.

In Prescott Street and around the island proceed with great caution. 

Do not attempt three point turns in Prescott Street.

Please do not use Prescott House for reversing or the small entries at the beginning of Prescott Street.

Please observe at all times the yellow zigzag markings, and other parking restrictions, which prohibit parking. These are there for the safety of all adults and children.

CALLING AT SCHOOL DURING THE DAY

Should parents need to come to school then like all visitors please use the main entrance where arrivals for security purposes will be monitored.  All exterior doors have been fitted with special security locks.  Use the buzzer at the main entrance then report to the office window, once you are inside the building.

CAR PARK

At the beginning and end of the School day please DO NOT use the staff car parks for waiting for your child or use the car park for dropping children off (unless disabled access is required). Children should not be in the car park AT ANY TIME unless accompanied by a parent/carer.

SCHOOL GROUNDS

Our well developed school grounds provide our children with many opportunities for SAFE play. We must all take responsibility, far as is possible, for the upkeep, maintenance and care of these areas.

We have many markings on the hard surfaces to aid and promote children’s play and games.  The grassed areas and larger equipment, when weather permits, provide much extra space to play.  Our Peace Garden and Gazebo are for children who want to sit more quietly. Parents/carers are welcome to visit the peace garden but we ask that any toddlers/younger children are closely supervised as there are many loose coloured stones on the floor of the garden. There are also restricted areas (car parks, outside kitchen bins, beds for plants, flowers, shrubs).  Please ensure that your child knows about these places and reasons for keeping clear of them.

The School grounds should not be used for unauthorised play during the evenings, at weekends or during the holidays.  Such use by unauthorised personnel inevitably leads to wear and tear, damage and vandalism. We will endeavour as far as is possible to keep strangers off the School premises.

CONTACT FORMS

You will be issued with a contact form to fill in with details that are necessary if we need to contact you in an emergency. 

 IF YOUR ADDRESS ETC. CHANGES PLEASE NOTIFY THE SCHOOL CLERK AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.   

Annual permission will be required for out of school visits, and also for participating in extra curricular activities.

EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

After school activities vary according to the term or season, the different interests and the availability of adults/coaches to lead the activities.  We try to ensure that every child has the opportunity to take part in these activities.  Activities during this last year included gardening, dance, football, netball, crafts, choir, gymnastics, science and educational visits.

CHARGING POLICY

We ask for parental contributions to help finance school trips and visits.  These contributions are voluntary.  However, we hope that parents will appreciate that the school is dependent on these contributions and that without them its programme of educational outings, which form an important part of the children’s experience, would have to be dramatically reduced.  School fund subsidises all trips throughout the year.
