
Geography





Children will begin learning about mountains in Geography as our new topic. We will be looking at how they form, where in the world they are located and what it is like to be a mountain explorer. 


We will also explore the history of Christmas towards the end of the term, including when and where traditions began.

PE

Science 


 


Children are focusing on Electricity- imagining if they could cope without electricity for a day! 


They will look at how electricity in generated. Conductors and Insulators and create their own electrical circuit.





Literacy


This half term we will start reading The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe and base our writing on the story. We will look at fronted adverbials and extended noun phrases to add detail to our writing. Our reading and writing around the book will link into our Geography topic, ‘mountains’, with children producing setting descriptions and short stories, as well as various other text types.   





Children will continue to read daily, and be involved in class discussion, comprehensions, dissecting text and writing based upon reading. We encourage children to read for pleasure as regularly as they can at home and remind them they are responsible for changing their reading books in school.





We will continue with daily phonics and spellings and really focus on applying the rules in to our writing. Children will have weekly spelling tests, with spelling lists being sent home each Friday.
