I would like to update you on some of the events that will be happening in the spring term. Fundraising

The November Book Fair raised £224, which we were able to claim in books for school. This year, the whole amount was spent on supplementing the school library.  The Toy Sale made a fantastic total of £256 which was used to help Santa say “Well done” to our children over the festive season! The school Disco and Christmas Raffle made a profit of £573, whilst the Christmas Cards you bought, designed by your children, raised £479. These monies have gone into School Fund to be spent directly on your children. 
From collections taken from families, during our Christmas performances in school, we raised the sum of £171 which was donated to the Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital, as agreed by the School Council.
