 Results of School Bullying Survey March 2015
 carried out with School Council
Children’s Ideas About Bullying
· What is bullying?
Definition: “Bullying is when someone or a group of people repeatedly and intentionally cause hurt or harm to another person or group of people who feel helpless to respond.”
Children’s views: - groups of people calling you names and/or hurting you

· Hurting or calling someone names every day

· Bullying can happen out of school : cyber bullying

· Are there different types of bullying? If yes what are they?
Children’s views: - Cyber bullying – text, video, twitter, instagram, e- mails, videochat, chatting on games consoles
· Verbal bullying 

· Physical bullying
We discussed Covert bullying – when e.g. a child / children call names or spread rumours behind someone’s back
Children’s Ideas About Bullying in St.Andrew’s

· Do you think there is bullying at St.Andrew’s? What type of bullying have you seen/ heard of? When does it happen?
Children’s views: 6 out 8 school council thought there was some bullying in school and that it usually happened in the playground
· Do you think the teachers/ adults at school know about all the bullying in school?
Children’s views: Most of the time, but some children may keep it to themselves or may not tell because they are being threatened.
Children’s Views on what they/ other children can do if they are being Bullied
· What would you do if you were being bullied? What have other people done?
Children’s views: - tell an adult – teacher, teaching assistant, lunchtime assistant, Mrs. Blemmings
· Write a note for the Worry Box
· Walk away and then tell an adult
· How can you let someone know you are being bullied?
Children’s views: Covered above
· Do you think some people are being bullied and they don’t tell anyone? What can we do to help people?

                   Children’s views: - Most children tell an adult
·          School council could tell an adult if they witness bullying
Children’s views on how Bullying is dealt with at St.Andrew’s
· How does school deal with bullying at St.Andrew’s? – What happens when an adult finds out about bullying?

Children’s views: - The adult may watch and see what is happening

· Adults would find out both sides of the story and ask others what they have seen
· The teacher would speak to the whole class
· Adults would inform parents
· Do you think bullying is dealt with seriously?
Children’s views: - 8 out of 8 children said yes they thought it was dealt with seriously.
· What could we do better?
Children’s views: - Possibly have a time for victims to talk, a time for bullies to talk and the bring them together ( it was discussed that adults do try to do this)

· Possibly have children ( school councillors) outside that the children can  go to if they think they are being bullied
· Any ideas of how we can try to stop people bullying others ?/ how we can tell everyone what to do if they are being bullied?
Children’s views: - Children to make posters and put around school

· Have a special assembly where school council discuss bullying with the rest of the children
· Have an anti bullying week where the whole school discuss bullying issues and solutions
Actions:

· School Council to organise and present an assembly to the rest of the school about bullying

· School to organise an Anti bullying week in Autumn Term
