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Numeracy


This half term, the children will be completing numeracy work on: fractions, length and weight. Problem-solving challenges will be incorporated into every numeracy lesson, in order to strengthen using and applying skills, in preparation for moving into Y6.


The children will also be continuing on the Big Maths tests to consolidate basic number work and methods. Mental maths tests and multiplication tests will also continue weekly- this is additional numeracy that will be completed in the afternoon sessions. 


The children will also be revising their multiplication facts for quick mental recall from 3x-11x. Any work on this at home will be greatly useful to the children and much appreciated. 





The children will have maths homework sent home weekly to reinforce the learning completed in class, each week. Please can I ask that homework is sent back Monday/Tuesday promptly, so I can address further learning. 
































Literacy


In Literacy, our main focus for writing will be based our topic theme ‘Water’. The children will be using this theme as a stimulus for writing tasks, including- writing posters and leaflets to promote Water Aid, news reports, informal/formal persuasive letters, a letter of complaint and much more!


They will also be beginning our new class reader- ‘Holes’ - by Louis Sachar, which is set around the Yelnat family, living in the US. The novel is based upon a young boy called ‘Stanley’, who gets sent to Camp Green detention centre, following a miscarriage of justice, which is where he digs holes and soon finds an interesting discovery! The story will begin to feed into our writing tasks towards the end of the half-term, in preparation for when we return after the Whit break. 


Please note:


Direct guided reading will take place weekly. Independent books are being sent home and extra reading at home with parents/carers, would be greatly appreciated, especially in the run-up to the Year 5/Year 6 transition. 


Spelling sessions will continue daily and spellings sent home for revision; please could I ask that these are also practised, as part of weekly homework. 





What else are Y5 learning about this term?


Geography- This term we now have a geographical focus and will be studying the water cycle, posing the questions: Will we ever see the water we drink again?


RE- In RE, the children will study religious leaders in different faiths and local religious community groups.


Science- Our science work will be based on ‘Forces’- gravity, friction, air resistance and water resistance will be studied..


Music- Violin lessons and hymn practise will be undertaken weekly- please can you make sure that all violins are sent in every Thursday morning.


French- Ongoing consolidation of masculine and feminine nouns. We will begin constructing sentences and developing our speaking and listening skills. 


PE- The PE focus will be athletics and team work skills. 


ICT- The children will be learning about the importance of e-safety and this will involve them creating their own webpage.


Art- This half-term, the children will complete mixed media pieces associated with ‘water’.
