Literacy


Writing- In our literacy lessons, we will be completing written work surrounding our topic on ‘cold places’. We will be studying a key text, which you may wish to explore further at home- My Penguin Osbert by Elizabeth Cody Kimmel. We will also be celebrating Bonfire Night this week, through poetry work.


Reading- Please can I ask that daily reading at home is maintained, as part of ongoing homework. Reading each evening is crucial to your child’s reading development! The children are encouraged to place any finished reading books into the classroom’s- ‘Swap Box’, so that they can be changed for taking home, each evening. Books will be only be swapped in school, once they’ve been read and listened to by an adult; therefore it is important that reading records are signed. Please ensure reading book bags are sent into school every day. 


Phonics- The children will continue to complete daily phonic sessions. Please can I ask that spelling lists are practised daily at home- preparing for a weekly spelling test will now become a permanent homework task, alongside their reading book. Practise should be little but often, until your child can securely write each word- these will be tested every Friday.











Numeracy


In our numeracy lessons, the children will be covering work surrounding:


Rounding numbers to the nearest 10


Partitioning numbers in different ways


Reading and writing numbers in words and numerals upto 100


Measurement: length and  weight


2D and 3D Shape (naming, recognising and describing)


Addition and subtraction 


Division through sharing


Problem-solving will be incorporated and developed throughout all coverage areas 
































What else are Y2 learning about this term?


Geography-This half-term, we are going to be studying: Antarctica, Arctic and the 7 Continents. We will look at the text: The Great Explorer by Chris Judge.


RE/PSHE- The children will be studying Islam. We will also be looking at the Story of Christmas.


Music- The children will participate in a weekly session of hymn practice to develop their singing skills. We will also be including music opportunities in class, when possible. 


Art/D&T- The children will look closely at art surrounding our theme of Antarctica. Additionally, as part of the festive period, we will also be completing a variety of crafts based on Christmas.


PE- This half-term, the children will be completing PE with a specialist sport coach. We will be focusing on developing our skills in ‘invasion games’.  Please ensure PE bags are in school with full kit- clearly named.


Computing- In computing, the children will be exploring how computer games work. 


Science- The children will be completing a scientific unit surrounding work on ‘changes in materials’.
