Communication, Language and Literacy


Taking part in daily Letters and Sounds Phase 1 phonic sessions which will focus on developing pre-reading skills. Physical Development


Moving in different ways inside and outside. The children will take part in a weekly PE session in the hall. Please continue to practise taking off and putting back on socks and shoes. Our weekly PE session in the hall will be on a Friday.


Practise writing our first name. Please practise this as much as possible at home using the name card provided.


Developing cutting skills. Please practise holding the scissors correctly and using them to cut along different lines. 


Thinking about how we keep healthy and the different ways that we can move our bodies. We will be continuing to learn about the different parts of our body.


Thinking about how to use our equipment safely and how to take care of it by tidying things away in the correct places.


Showing good coordination and control when moving and handling equipment. 


Continuing to develop the fine muscles in our hands that we need for writing by taking part in lots of fine motor activities such as Dough Disco.


Using and handling one handed tools and equipment correctly and effectively. 





Mathematics


Practising our oral counting forwards and backwards from different starting points on the number track.


Practise counting backwards from 10.


Using language such as more and less to compare two sets of objects.


Practising saying the number 1 more to 5 then 10.


Practising finding a total by counting two sets of objects.


Developing the language for addition such as using add and altogether.


Looking at what numbers look like and taking part in rhymes which will help us to write them. We are focussing on writing numbers with straight lines 1, 4 and 7. 


Learning how to count objects carefully by moving each item as we count into a line.


Understanding and using positional language such as on top of, underneath and in-between


Showing interest in shapes and using them appropriately for a task e.g. making a shape picture


Matching numbers to different amounts.
