Curriculum Information





This half term, leading up to Shakespeare Week the children we will be learning about Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet.  In addition to learning about his plays, we will be writing balanced arguments; asking why whales are kept in captivity? Our class reader, Gill Lewis’s White Dolphin will give further insight into how marine creatures/dolphins live in their natural habitat. 


The children will be reading a wide range of fiction and non-fiction texts, in preparation for their SATs in May. Text types will include; newspapers, chronological reports, play scripts, adventure stories and poetry. In Maths New Curriculum topics will be re-visited to ensure all children are prepared for their KS2 SATs. and transition to High School.





SATs As we approach the Summer term, we will be starting some focused revision sessions. Mrs Davidson will be joining us every morning. The amount of homework will increase to enable the children to practise. Please support your child with daily reading and spelling.
