Physical Development


Moving in different ways outside and during PE sessions in the hall.

Mathematics


Singing lots of number rhymes such as 5 little ducks, 5 speckled frogs and 5 little monkeys and developing the language for more and less and comparing quantities,


Taking part in daily active maths such as number gym, where we  practise counting as we exercise. 


Looking at what numbers look like and how they are represented.


Learning how to count objects carefully by moving each item as we count and putting them into a line.


Identifying and taking about simple 2D shapes and patterns in pictures and within our environment.


Discussing specific time-based events such as mealtimes or home time.
