
History


In History we will be learning about the Romans.


Children will plot a timeline and look at how and why they invaded Britain. They will learn about famous Romans throughout History, including Boudicca and Roman emperors. Children will experience what it would be like to be a part of the Roman invasions. 


Our Art and DT will be linked to the Romans topic as children will design and make their own Roman shields, understanding the reasons why Romans used the images, colours and patterns that they did.

Literacy


This half term we will read The Witches and base our writing on this book. Children will be encouraged to use specific vocabulary, recognising how the correct use of adverbs and adjectives can have an effect on the reader, building up to the use of fronted adverbial phrases and expanded noun phrases- these sound a lot trickier than they are! Children will be encouraged to write daily, plan their own short stories, innovate stories, write newspaper reports, formal letters and diary entries allowing them opportunity to apply what they have learnt during grammar and spelling, as well as an emphasis on  thinking about different ways to improve and edit their writing.





Children will continue to read daily, and be involved in class discussion, comprehensions dissecting text and writing based upon reading. We encourage children to read for pleasure as regularly as they can at home and remind them they are responsible for changing their reading books in school.





We will continue with daily phonics and spellings and really focus on applying the rules in to our writing. Children will have weekly spelling tests.
