This letter contains some useful information about Year3. 
Playtimes. 

Year 3 and the rest of the juniors have two playtimes, these are at 10.25 and after lunch. The children will come back into class at 1pm to start lessons. 
Children in the juniors do not receive fruit at morning play, but we do encourage parents to send in healthy fruit and snacks for their children.

P.E

The days that your child has P.E will change throughout the year, so it is important that they have their full P.E kit in school at all times. Please ensure that your child has the correct kit which consists of a white polo shirt, navy shorts and black pumps. It would be great if the children could also have navy blue / black leggings or jogging pants for the colder weather. It is best if the children keep their kits in school for the half term and then they can be taken home for washing in the holidays. Please check that each item is clearly labelled with your child’s name.
Homework

Homework this year will consist of a homework menu, which will have a selection of activities for the children to complete over the half term, but at a timings that suit you as a family. We appreciate that weekends are precious and children may find it easier to approach homework during the week or spread their homework out. It also allows for quality homework to take place. 
Uniform

Please make sure that ALL items of clothing, including P.E kits, are clearly labelled with your child’s name.
Reading Books

All children will read in school each week so it is important that the children have their books in school every day. Children will also receive guided reading sessions in school where they will look at a variety of text types. Please keep reading books in a school reading book bag to keep clean and dry. Ideally, children should be reading at home as much as possible, not only their reading books, but anything that they are interested in. This could be magazines, their own books or children’s newspapers. 

Spellings

Children will have a spelling list to learn each week, we encourage the children to achieve their ‘personal best’ scores each week. The spelling list will cover words from the year 3 and 4 list that is provided by the government. This is a list of words that the government have suggested children should be able to spell when leaving Year 4. Spelling lists will also cover some grammar objectives and spelling rules too. 
Water Bottles
Children are encouraged to bring a water bottle to school each day, filled up with names clearly labelled on them.  They will bring them home each day for washing ready for the next day. Please may we only have water in the bottles as they are not allowed anything else in class.

Birthdays.
If you would like to bring sweets in on your child’s birthday, please may I remind you that we are not allowed to give out lollypops or anything containing nuts. 

Meet the Teacher

There will be a meet the teacher on Tuesday 11th September at 3.30pm. You will be able to see the year 3 classroom, meet the staff and ask any questions. 

Attendance and Lateness
It is essential that children are in school on time. Many lessons/assemblies begin at 9.00am and if your child is late then they will miss important explanations and information. 
During the year there will be times where I will use PG films to support the children’s learning, such as the Roald Dahl films. If you have any concerns regarding this, please come and see me.
