Adding and subtracting mentally ones, tens and hundreds from a three digit number.


Drawing 2D shapes and describing them. 


Measuring length. 


Understanding and calculating the perimeter of shapes. 


Solving number problems and practical problems involving numbers to 1000.


Recalling multiplication facts for 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10.


Recalling pairs of numbers that make 100.


Learning to count on and back in multiples of 4 and 8.


Adding and subtracting numbers mentally and using the formal written methods. 


Interpreting and presenting data.
