We will be looking at Brazilian art, designing and making Carnival masks and looking at Amazon tribal art.





Science 


 


 This half term children will be looking at States of Matter experimenting with solids, liquids and gasses.








Numeracy


This half term we will be looking at fractions, finding a fraction of an amount. Explaining what a fraction is, adding fractions and finding equivalent fractions. It is very important that children have good knowledge of their Times tables as this will really support them when they are looking at fractions. Thank you to all that do practise with their children at home, it is really paying off in class.





We will also introduce counting through zero into negative numbers (including temperature)  





Measure area and perimeter of a shape and continue to consolidate our knowledge of place value.





PE


Children will continue with their PE- please can we ask that children have pumps as we may be heading out more frequently if the weather is on our side!





Geography


Children will study the country Brazil. They will plan a trip from Brazil to their homes, looking at how we read timetables etc…


They will see how different people live in Brazil and explain reasons people may prefer to live in one part of Brazil compared to another. Children will record the weather in Brazil, compare it to here and make a weather forecast based on their findings. They will also look at the city Rio de Janeiro and why they may be an attractive place to live. 








Computing


 


Children will learn how to use Spreadsheets and how they can be used to interpret data. They will also create their own Weather Forecast using PowerPoint.





Literacy


This half term we will read the book Chichico which is based on a boy who lives in Brazil as this ties in very nicely with our Topic- Brazil. Children will write information pages looking at their features. Children will look at writing Diary entries of somebody living in an Amazon tribe as well as writing poetry about a Brazilian Carnival. 


Children will continue to read daily, and be involved in class discussion, comprehensions dissecting text and writing based upon reading. Our focus this half ter in guided reading is the way authors use language for effect… looking at the impact authors want to have on their reader and their choice of vocabulary.


We will continue with daily phonics and spellings and really focus on applying the rules in to our writing. Children will have weekly spelling tests.
