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Numeracy


In numeracy, the children will be covering work surrounding:


-To order and compare fractions whose denominators are multiples of the same number.


- To add and subtract fractions.


- To solve problems which require knowing percentage and decimal equivalencies


To write mathematical statements greater than 1 using a mixed number.


To estimate and compare angles


To draw and measure angles. 


Problem-solving and reasoning skills will be embedded within each numeracy focus, in order to apply wider understanding.


BIG Maths, Mental Maths and Times Tables Tests will continue in an afternoon, as extra revision for mental/written number work.
































Literacy


In literacy, the children will be completing creative writing tasks, surrounding our new topic- The Mayans. This will include exploring a Mayan folktale, called- The Chocolate Tree whereby we look at writing character descriptions as well as create and describe their own Mayan Gods. 


The children will continue to be encouraged to improve writing through daily grammar sessions, which focus on: word classes, punctuation, language techniques and spelling rules.


Guided reading groups will take place weekly and the children have their independent readers- extra reading at home is vital and will be greatly appreciated. 


Spelling sessions take place daily and spelling lists will be sent home every Monday, in order for the children to prepare for spelling tests on a Friday. Please ensure these words are learnt, as part of home learning.

What else is Y5 learning about this term?


Geography- We will start a new topic this term on The Mayans: Who were The Mayans and what have we learnt from them?
