Literacy


This half term we will read David Walliam’s Billionaire Boy. The children will look at writing Diary entries, writing Adverts, scripts and short stories. As well as this the children will focus on writing letters and non-fiction pages in the rainforest topic.





Children will continue to read daily, and be involved in class discussion, comprehensions dissecting text and writing based upon reading. We encourage children to read for pleasure as regularly as they can at home and remind them they are responsible for changing their reading books in school.





We will continue with daily phonics and spellings and really focus on applying the rules in to our writing. Children will have weekly spelling tests.
