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Understanding the World


Learning about the different types of animals and creatures that live in the ocean.


Learning about different jobs relating to the ocean such as the Navy, a Lighthouse keeper or a marine biologist. 


Finding out about life as a Pirate, learning how to read maps and find treasure.


Investigation whether or not objects float or sink.


Talking about the weather and how it changes with the seasons. We will be focussing on Summer time and how we can stay safe in the sun.


Taking part in a mini topic based on Growing Plants. We will find out what plants need and will plant some cress seeds and watch them grow, observing the changes.


Practising programming the Beebot to find the treasure.

Communication and language 


Learning about how stories are structured and ordering events e.g. Beginning, Middle and End.


Developing our vocabulary by using words to describe characters and settings.


Beginning to use more complex sentences to link thoughts using and, because.


Exploring a selection of non-fiction texts. We will focus on how to use a contents page.

Thinking about what letters make up our names e.g. T, O, M etc.


Taking part in daily Jolly phonic songs with actions which help with letter recognition. Please see � HYPERLINK "http://www.youtube.co.uk" �www.youtube.co.uk� (Jolly Phonics A-Z)


The children will be thinking about the sounds that s,a,t,p,i,n,m,d  letters make and sorting objects by their initial sound. Please encourage the children to say the sounds correctly. Some children will be practising segmenting and blending simple CVC words containing s,a,t,p,i,n sounds e.g. s-a-t = sat, p-i-n = pin, d-a-d=dad etc and practising writing them.

Physical Development


The children will be taking part in a weekly PE session with a specialist coach on a Friday morning. We will also be practising various races and team building games in preparation for Sports Day.

Taking part in a variety of group activities using the parachute.


Practise recognising and writing our first name using our name card if needed. Please extend this to surnames if your child is confident writing their first name independently.


Practising correct letter formation in our big books ready for Reception.


Showing good coordination and control when moving and handling equipment. 


Developing the fine muscles in our hands through a variety of fine motor activities.


Using and handling one handed tools and equipment correctly and effectively. We will be focussing on using scissors correctly. Please practise this at home.

Mathematics


Practising saying the number 1 more and 1 less to 10 then 20.


Continuing to practise adding amounts together to find a total and developing the language for addition.


Practising taking objects away and counting how many are left and developing the language for subtraction.


Practising how to count objects carefully by moving each item as we count into a line and counting objects that cannot be moved by crossing out.


Using mathematical language to describe 2D and 3D shapes and everyday objects.


Measuring and comparing different objects using the language longer/shorter/ taller.








Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Developing our independence skills further in preparation for Reception. We will visit the Reception classroom and talk about where they hang their coats/ go to the toilet etc. We will also now be taking part in a morning break-time on the big playground and a weekly Friday assembly with the rest of the school.


Playing various games which will allow us practise taking turns.


Trying out lots of new activities within our indoor and outdoor classrooms.


Thinking about how we are similar or different to others.
