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Literacy


In literacy, the children will complete creative writing tasks, surrounding the theme of- The Mediterranean. We will be writing and performing speeches when heading an army into battle, newspaper reports and diary recounts. In addition to this, we will centre some written work around football (to link with our school trip to Manchester United’s stadium), writing motivational dialogues. 


They will also be beginning our new class reader- ‘Holes’ - by Louis Sachar, which is set around the Yelnat family, living in the US. The novel is based upon a young boy called ‘Stanley’, who gets sent to Camp Green detention centre, following a miscarriage of justice, which is where he digs holes and soon finds an interesting discovery! In preparation for the Y6 transition, this half-term will see an increase in the children completing example material based upon the Y6 reading comprehension-style, questioning and answering techniques.


The children will continue to be encouraged to improve writing through daily editing and grammar sessions, which focus on: word classes, punctuation, language techniques and spelling rules.


Guided reading groups will take place weekly and the children have their independent readers- extra reading at home is vital and will be greatly appreciated. 


Spelling sessions take place daily and spelling lists will be sent home every Monday, in order for the children to prepare for spelling tests on a Friday. Please ensure these words are learnt, as part of home learning. 











Numeracy


In numeracy, the children will be covering work surrounding:


-To recognise the percent symbol and know decimal/fraction conversions.


-To estimate volume and capacity.


-To understand and use approximate equivalencies between metric units and common imperial units, such as: inches, pounds or pints.


- To add and subtract fractions with the same denominator and denominators that are multiples of the same number.


-To work out fractions of an amount.


-To calculate area.


- To multiply proper fractions and mixed numbers by whole numbers, supported by materials and diagrams.


-To solve time related problems. Then complete, read and interpret information in tables, including timetables.


-To identify, describe and represent the position of a shape following a reflection or translation.


-To draw, measure and identify angles.


-To name and identify 3D shapes.


























What else are Y5 learning about this term?


Geography- ‘The Mediterranean’. We will use maps/atlas’s and google earth to help explore the various countries and traditions that occur in the Mediterranean countries.  


RE/PSHE- In RE we will continue to learn about the faith of Islam. In PSHE, the children will consider the terms ‘habits’ and ‘dares’. 


Art- The children will complete a range of mixed media work centred on our topic the Mediterranean. 


PE- The children will now move on to athletics and outdoor sports/games in PE, such as- cricket, rounders and football.


Computing- The children will be ‘Cryptographers’. The children will be cracking codes looking at semaphore and Morse codes!


Science- We will be learning about ‘Changing Materials’ 


French- This half-term, the children will learn how to use verbs in sentences and say phrases of annoyance/disappointment and disbelief: ‘C’est pas possible!’
