




Numeracy


Children are encouraged to continue practicing their times tables at home so that they may be able complete maths activities confidently. At home, children have access to Timetables Rockstars and may also use games online such as ‘Hit the Button’.

Literacy


This half term we will be doing lots of writing around our Greece topic. The children will produce non-chronological reports, setting descriptions and writing based on our reading.


We will be focusing on the book, ‘Greek Myths’ by Marcia Williams, which contains illustrated comic strips of some famous Greek myths. From their reading, children will have the opportunity to retell and write their own.


As always, children will continue to read often, and will be involved in class discussion, comprehensions, dissecting text and writing based upon reading. We encourage children to read for pleasure as regularly as they can at home and remind them they are responsible for changing their books in school.


We will continue with daily phonics and spellings where we will focus on spelling rules and grammar conventions. It is important that children are applying these in their writing. As usual, children will have weekly spelling tests in school on their list of 10 words.





PE


PE will take place on Wednesday afternoons, where their focus will continue to be athletics.


The coach will also be taking the children for a session on Friday afternoons where they will be doing summer sports.


Please make sure children’s kits including pumps are in school as we will be going outside often.





Computing


Children will be focusing on finding information using research tools online. 


They will have a particular focus on Wikipedia pages and how they can be used effectively.





Science 


In Science, children will be looking back over the topics covered so far, including sound, the body, food chains and electricity. They will also have the chance to research an important scientist and find out their role in history.





History


Our History/ Geography topic this term will be Greece. 


Children will use atlases to locate Greece and its neighbouring countries, discuss the climate in Greece and explain its impact on tourism.


We will also look back on ancient Greece, creating timelines, investigating major historical events and finding out about Greek gods and godeseses.
