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Literacy


In literacy, the class will be completing a variety of creative writing tasks surrounding our ongoing novel ‘The Witches’, as well as seasonal-inspired stories. They will be using a variety of texts and clips as a stimulus for writing, which encompass the theme of Christmas. 


In addition, the children will continue to be taught grammar and punctuation skills daily, in order to effectively develop independent writing and their wider knowledge of the English language.


-Discrete spelling and grammar sessions will continue to be embedded into our timetable. Spelling lists will be sent out on a Wednesday with the ‘key words’ for each week. Please could we ask that these are practiced thoroughly at home, in preparation for a spelling test the following week. 


-Whole-class guided reading will take place regularly throughout the week. Individual readers will be listened to once, per week. Any extra reading at home will be greatly appreciated and extremely beneficial for your child’s reading progression. Home-School Books are part of ongoing homework.











Mathematics


In numeracy, the children will be covering work surrounding:


Multiplying 2 and 3 digit numbers by a 1 digit number


Ordering decimal numbers by size, up to 2 decimal places, linking this to money 


Negative numbers, linking this to temperature 


Equivalent fractions and decimals


Perimeter of 2D shapes


Types of angles


Interpreting data from bar charts, pictograms and line graphs


Solving 2 step problems, involving decimals


Dividing whole and decimal numbers by 10, 100 and 1000


Multiplication and division facts for the 8 and 9 times tables


Problem-solving and reasoning skills will be embedded within each numeracy focus, in order for the children to apply and demonstrate wider, contextual mathematical understanding.





Please note: In addition to daily numeracy lessons, in order to develop basic number and calculation work as well as quick mental recall skills, we will also be completing weekly BIG Maths tests &  multiplication tests.

What else is Y4 learning about this term?


Geography- We will be focusing upon the topic of ‘Mighty Mountains’. This will involve a detailed study of famous mountain ranges and how mountains are formed. We will focus upon questions that set lines of inquiry, e.g. Who would be a mountaineer?  


RE/PSHE- In RE, we will be thinking about the key question: Why are festivals important to religious communities? This will be linked into learning surrounding our big, upcoming Christian festivals of Advent and Christmas.  


Music- Hymn practise will be undertaken weekly. Musical skills will be incorporated regularly into lessons to develop a cross-curricular approach. We will also be preparing and rehearsing for the Key Stage 2 Christmas Production, which will heavily involve singing, dancing and drama opportunities. 


PE- The children will continue their weekly swimming lesson at Worsley Swimming Pool, every Wednesday afternoon, with swimming instructors. Please ensure swimming kits are sent into school in the morning, as we will be leaving during lunchtime. Can all items of swimming kit be clearly labelled with a full name, including swimming hats.


Computing- The children will be using musical instruments, microphones and online apps and websites to create their own piece of digital music. We will also be continuing to use the SeeSaw app in other areas of the curriculum.


Science- We will be focusing on living things and how changes of environment may affect habitats. This will prepare children well for our Spring Term topics of Brazil and the Amazon Rainforest.


Spanish- We will be continuing to learn new vocabulary to talk about ourselves, listening and responding to questions in Spanish. Then, just before Xmas, we will be moving onto what a traditional Spanish Christmas looks like.


Art/DT- Linked to our topic work on Mighty Mountains, we will be creating our own artistic mountain scenes inspired by Anthony Cain’s- ‘Mountain Scapes’. As December approaches, we will be designing and making our own Christmas crafts, including a 2020 Calendar and a festive card. We will also use literacy-based stories as a foundation for other Art/DT opportunities.
