Dear Parents/carers,

Wider Opening of Schools

On the 28th May, the Government is due to announce whether the five key criteria have been met which indicate that it is safe for schools to begin to reopen from the 1st June, 2020.

· The NHS has capacity to provide critical care right across the UK

· A sustained and consistent fall in the daily deaths from coronavirus

· The rate of infection decreased to manageable levels across the board

· Operational challenges including testing and PPE are in hand with supply and able to meet future demands

· Confident that any adjustments to the current measures will not risk a second peak of infections

Schools have been asked to prepare for opening, from the 1st of June at the earliest, by completing a thorough risk assessment and addressing all the measures identified within. 

It may be that the Government announce on the 28th May that they believe the 5 criteria has not been met and our plans will not be implemented.   Should they deem it safe to do so the following key decisions have been made. 

Year 6 

Children in Y6 will be the first group that we will invite back, beginning on the 4th June. We have put the children into ‘bubbles’ with a maximum of ten children and 2 members of staff.  These groups of children will not mix at any time in the school day, including breaks, lunch time and at the start and end of the day.  We appreciate that this may be difficult for the children, but this needs to be made clear before they come into school. 

Reception – please note they will NOT be starting back on 1st June
If we are sure that the phased return of year 6 is successful we may then be in a position to welcome back Reception children, on the same basis at the earliest Monday 22nd June.  The children will be in ‘bubbles’ of up to ten children and 2 staff.  Again, these bubbles will not mix at any time in the school day, including breaks, lunch time and at the start and end of the day.  

Year 1 – please note they will NOT be starting back on 1st June
If the introduction of year 6 and reception is successful we may then be in a position to welcome back year 1 children, on the same basis.  This date will be arranged and parents will be kept fully informed of this.  The children will be in ‘bubbles’ of up to ten children and 2 staff.  Again, these bubbles will not mix at any time in the school day, including breaks, lunch time and at the start and end of the day.  

Nursery, Year 2, Year 3, Year 4 and Year 5

At the moment we are awaiting further advice before we consider the reintroduction of any other year groups.
Keyworker groups

Keyworker groups of children will continue as they have been.  The two year 6 keyworker children will be reintroduced with their peers in the year 6 bubbles.
If you have replied to the survey emailed last week and have said you do not want your child to attend your child will not be placed in a bubble.  If you change your mind you must contact school prior to bringing your child in.

In the next few days you will receive another letter with further details including arrival and collection times, these will have to be staggered to ensure bubbles do not mix.  We will also advise you further regarding uniform expectations, lunchtime arrangements, illness, covid testing and reporting to the office.
