Dear Parents and Carers,
Updated information for keyworker children
As you are aware we are beginning to open school from 6th July for Year 1 children.  Keyworker children will continue to be offered a place in school but the school day times and conditions will change from 6th July 2020.

Keyworker children have been split into a Year 2/3 bubble and a Y4/5 bubble, these bubbles will not mix at any time of the school day.  
Start times will be staggered; 

· Year 4 & 5 bubble will start school at 8:55am and finish promptly at 2:50pm.
· The Year 2 & 3 bubble will start at 9:05am and finish at 3:00pm.  
· We insist that you are prompt dropping off and picking up children to prevent children mixing from different bubbles.  

Any siblings will be able to be dropped off at 8:55am and collected at 2:50pm.  The children however will remain in the bubble for their year group but to ease drop off and pick up we have made this amendment.
Children will be collected from the gates by the teachers, no parents will be allowed into the playground or school building.  We also encourage parents and carers to socially distance whilst waiting.
Children must come to school in their uniform, it is recommended that this is washed daily to prevent spread of the virus.

If your child does not have permission to walk home from school we must have this via email before this will be allowed.

Lunchtime; if children are taking a packed lunch it can’t come in a lunch box it MUST come in a disposable bag, all items will be disposed of.  Children must bring in a clean water bottle to school each day, it will remain with them in the classroom.   
If they pay for dinners, the money must be sent in an envelope each Monday morning with the child.

If your child is ill they must not come to school.  You need to notify the school office before 9:00am if your child is not going to be in school.    

If you think your child is displaying covid symptoms they can have a test at AJ Bell, please contact your doctor for more information.  School must be informed of the result.  If it is positive they must self isolate for at least 7 days and the bubble they are part of will have to self isolate for 14 days.

We appreciate that these arrangements may inconvenience some of our parents and carers but we have to consider the safety and well being of all of our pupils at all times.
