Who is eligible for Pupil Premium Grant?
The disadvantaged children’s fund provides funding for children (£1320 per child):

· Who have been in receipt of free school meals (FSM) at any point in the past six years 
· Who have been continuously looked after for the past six months 
· Who are adopted

· Who are the children of Armed Service men and women

Schools are held accountable for the spending of these monies, performance tables capture the achievement of disadvantaged children covered by the funding. The strategy for 2018-2019 was reviewed by the Full Governing Board on 23.09.19.  The strategy for this academic year, 2019-2020 will be presented to the staffing and curriculum committee during the first half of the autumn term (TBA).
St. Andrew’s Methodist Primary School is committed to providing effective resources and ensuring vital support is in place for our disadvantaged children to improve their academic outcomes. This document details a review of how PPG was spent in the past academic year (2019-2020) and the proposed spend of the funding September 2020 – July 2021

Pupil Premium Plus funding is available for children who have been Looked After by the Local Authority. In 2019-2020 school had 3 children in this category.


ACADEMIC YEAR 2020/2021
This years’ allocation is 97428 (estimated on last year due to covid), based on 70 children who have been in receipt of FSM , looked after by the Local Authority, post LA or who are adopted. This is 29% of the total population of the school. The main barriers to educational achievement in our school are;
· Attendance and punctuality
· Underdeveloped speech and language skills

· Children with Special Educational Needs and/or Disabilities

· Emotional and Behavioural Needs

· Low self esteem
