REMOTE LEARNING GUIDANCE JANUARY 2021

The online learning platform used is Seesaw.
Resources used to facilitate direct recorded teaching currently include The Oak National Academy, White Rose Learning and Microsoft Teams.

*Please note that any recordings of our own staff should not be shared on social media or the internet. 

The work that is set will cover the same objectives and subject matter as work done in school by pupils who are eligible to attend.

NB: There is no expectation that schools should provide ‘live’ teaching.

· Three learning activities per day comprising of:
1. Literacy activity + optional extension task

2. Maths activity + optional extension task

3. Creative task

· Daily recorded direct input eg: Story time

KS1 Bubble Remote Learning Offer

· Four learning tasks  per day comprising of:
1. Maths task

2. Literacy task

3. Foundation subject task (PE, history, geography, science, music, art, computing, RE, relationships/health education). These will often be covered in a cross-curricular way at KS1.

4. Phonics task

· Daily recorded Story time

· One of the four learning tasks will be delivered by recorded direct teaching. 

KS2 Bubble Remote Learning Offer

· Four learning tasks  per day comprising of:
1. Daily maths task

2. Daily literacy task

3. Daily task from a foundation subject (See below)

4. Spelling task (From weekly list)
