In Literacy, we will be studying free verse poetry, based upon Kit Wright’s ‘The Magic Box’. We will be analysing the language and poetic devices used, in order to create our own powerful poem. We will be uplevelling our vocabulary, including exploring figurative language techniques, and will display our masterpieces in a class poetry book. Creating links with our science and history topics, we will be completing creative written pieces based on Earth and Space and the Anglo-Saxon era. The texts ‘Bob Man on The Moon’ and ‘Anglo-Saxon Boy’ will be key. We will be incorporating our Y5 spelling and grammar skills in to producing coherent, precise final pieces of writing. Home reading should be completed x4 times per week and reading records signed.
