Here is some useful information for you for September:
Classroom
The Year 4 classroom is located on the KS2 side of the school, next to Year 3. Our Year 4 classroom will be made to have all appropriate Year 4 learning aids, new fresh displays, and an appropriate seating plan.

The School Day

The school gates will open 8.40am, so that the children can be in the classroom and registered by 8.50am. Please let us know if your child will be late to school by ringing the school office. 
Home time
If different from normal, please make school aware of who will be collecting your child at the end of the day. We may have to question who is picking up your child if we don’t recognise them or haven’t been made aware of a change in plan, please note we are only doing this to keep your children safe and ensure they are going home with the correct adult. 

P.E 
The days in which P.E lessons take place throughout the year will change, so please ensure that your child has their P.E kit in school every day, with each item clearly labelled with their name.  
Please ensure that your child has the correct kit.

Blue shorts. 
As outdoor P.E. is part of the curriculum, it would be a good idea for the children to have jogging pants/leggings and a sweatshirt (blue or black) for the colder weather. 
Year 4 will have swimming as part of their PE for the first half term, so please make sure your child has their swimming bag every Wednesday. (Further information about swimming will be given on a separate letter.)
Homework
Homework will initially focus on children’s spellings, times tables and reading. I feel if the children concentrate their efforts on these three things it will be the most beneficial to their learning in school. For now we will be setting no other homework to allow a drive and focus on these three things. However, due to the success of Seesaw, some homework may be incorporated through that. Therefore, please continue to check Seesaw regularly. 
Spellings

Children will have a spelling list to learn each week for a spelling test on Friday. This will be sent home on Monday, giving the children a full week to prepare. The focus will be on children achieving ‘personal best’ scores each week. The spelling lists will cover words from the Year 4 key words list that is provided by the government as well as the Year 4 spelling rules. The learning will be heavily guided by Super Sonic Phonics, which is an online platform we will use in school.  
Uniform

Please make sure ALL items of clothing, including P.E kits, are clearly labelled with your child’s name. 
Water Bottles

Children are encouraged to bring a water bottle to school each day, filled up, with their names clearly labelled on them. They will bring them home each day. Please may we ask children only have water in their bottles as they are not allowed anything else in class.
Birthdays

We love to celebrate your child’s birthdays in class and if you do wish to bring in sweets for your child to share, please may I remind you that we are not able to give out lollypops or anything that contains nuts.
